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 Ça roucoule sur le Margériaz! 
Le Margériaz constitue l'un des noyaux de présence du Tétras-
lyre sur le massif des Bauges. Le Tétras-lyre, c'est une sorte de poule 
de montagne qui vit entre 1300 mètres et 2400 mètres d'altitude. Il est nommé 
ainsi en référence à sa queue en forme de l’instrument, la lyre. Quel panache! 
Elle lui sert notamment à se pavaner devant les femelles et les séduire. Ici 
dans les Bauges, la population est estimée à environ 80 couples, et les 
plus grandes populations se situent dans les hautes Bauges très 
souvent dans les alpages. C'est là qu'on trouve son habitat 
naturel en mosaïque, entre milieu ouvert de prairie et milieu 
plus refermé de lande à rhododendron et myrtille, et de forêt. C'est 
notamment grâce au pastoralisme que l'habitat du Tétras-lyre est 
entretenu afin de freiner la colonisation forestière.  
 
Le Tétras-lyre est fragile, et nécessite toute notre vigilance.  
Au printemps et à l'été, c'est la période sensible ! La femelle niche au sol, ce qui la rend vulnérable à 
la prédation ou encore au dérangement. Et l'hiver, il creuse un igloo pour se protéger du froid. Il y a 
moins de nourriture, tout dérangement provoque une dépense énergétique importante. 
 
Mais alors que faire pour le préserver tout en profitant de la montagne?  
En restant sur les sentiers balisés, en gardant son chien en laisse et en se baladant discrètement, on 
évite déjà beaucoup de dérangement.  
 

Le Saviez-vous ? 
Le Parc naturel régional du Massif des Bauges travaille avec l’ensemble des acteurs concernés 
comme les stations, les pratiquants de sports de pleine nature, les alpagistes …pour mieux connaître 
l’espèce et la protéger. A l’occasion du Championnat de France de Course d’Orientation, deux 
zones de reproduction du tétras-lyre ont été préservées de 
la course afin de ne pas les déranger. 

Une autre espèce mérite également toute notre attention, et 
a fait aussi l’objet de zones à éviter, il s’agit de la Primevère 
auricule (photo ci-contre). Cette fleur, protégée au niveau 
national, tire son nom de la forme de ses feuilles qui ressemble 
à des Oreille d’ours. Elle affectionne tout particulièrement les 
milieux rocheux.
